VISION (check all that apply)

Does the child....

Make eye contact with the objects?

Follow moving objects with eyes?

Look at objects without covering one eye or squinting?
Hold objects at a normal distance from face?

Move about without frequently bumping into objects?
Move easily from one floor surface to another?

HEARING (check all that apply)

Does the child....

Breathe through the nose with mouth closed?

Look at the speaker straight on without turning an ear toward the speaker?
Turn when name is spoken while child is not looking?
