The neighborhood provides space for a variety of
large, medium and small groups, one-to-one pairings,
and individual learning.

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Tabs: As shown in the graphic above, clicking on any of the six tabs at the
top of the window shows an expanded view with more topics related to
each subject.

studios located adjacent to a centrally located
learning hub. It will also contain group learning
spaces and one-to-one spaces. This creates four
different-size learning spaces within the
neighborhood. Easy access should also be provided
to the outdoor learning spaces.
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Navigation/Sizing: Once a file opens in the
reading window, the Adobe Reader toolbar
shows several options. (You may have to
mouse over and click the Adobe logo near
the bottom of the reading screen—figure

). Figure A shows the buttons for page
navigation. Figure B shows how to size the
file within the window.

Downloading/Sharing/Printing: When a file
is open, the document can be searched
(figure C), emailed (figure D), printed
(figure E), or saved to a local drive for
reading offline (figure F). Once an option
has been selected, users simply click the

appropriate button and follow the
instructions.
