Examines how economic flux contributes to civil unrest


Analyzes policy formulations in response to economic demand

Power, Authority, and Governance


Traces the historical development of federal agencies


Outlines the development of civil rights and civil liberties

Science, Technology, and Society 


Traces the effects of technology on society


Discusses need for governmental regulation of science and technology

Global Connections


Describes how the US economy is linked to world markets and events


Explains and proposes solutions to global problems
