
Analyzes impact of group motives and values on the individual


Applies conflict resolution techniques to a variety of scenarios


Examines the impact of psychological research on the economy


Evaluates the cost of mental health care services

Power, Authority, and Governance


Identifies societal sanctions on unacceptable behavior


Identifies laws which changed policies for the mentally challenged

Science, Technology, and Society 


Evaluates psychology as a behavioral science


Accesses sources of information pertaining to the field of psychology


Evaluates the effects of media on our perception of the world


