Describes how economic development impacts societal values


Analyzes social problems that arise from economic imbalance

Describes how different forms of government address social issues


Identifies means to manage conflict, establish order and security


Uses scientific theory to examine social issues and problems


Evaluates how science and technology have transformed the world

Global Connections


Analyzes the interrelationships between global institutions


Identifies and discusses universal human rights issues
