· rigorous and challenging – set  specific expectations

· Work with a partner/small group discuss and then be prepared to share out

· Record/chart responses (both facilitator’s chart)

· Next refer participants to the copy of their grade appropriate standards and see if their goals/expectations match those as outlined in our standards – highlight matches.

· Paul:  After completing the review call on volunteers to share/highlight the matches that they have identified

· In closing, explain that you’ll come back to these standards at the conclusion of today’s training and repeat this activity matching the standards to the goals of Guided Reading

This part is based on chapter 14 – Selecting, Introducing, and Using Leveled Text

OH #2 As noted in the opening sentence of Chapter 14 – The most important decisions in guided reading center on selecting and introducing texts to readers.  – for this reason we are going to spend additional time and energy on this most important component.

Text Selection:

Handout page 3a  - Review Text Gradient chart from page 13 of Leveled Books for Readers 3-6 

Use selected slides for introduction and overview – expand & highlight – OH #: 3, 4 & 5
Paul - OH #6  - set up for activity: 

Share collection of books for each level – allow participants time to peruse grade level collection. Handout 3b and 3c 

3c is a correlation chart so that participants can use information from SRI (Reading Counts – Lexile Levels) and STAR (Accelerated Reader – Grade Equivalent scores) to determine appropriate text levels for their students.

Note range for the following grade levels:

· 4th Grade  - GR range – O P Q R S T

· 5th Grade – GR range - S T U V W

· 6th Grade – GR range – V W X Y

Highlight Book  - Leveled Books for Readers – to include lists in the back organized by title, level and genre.

Grade level reading assignments:

· Level R & S – read opening paragraph pg 67 and Characteristics and examples 

          pg. 74-76

· Level U & V – read opening paragraph pg 80 and characteristics and examples 

pg. 82-84

· Level W& X – read opening paragraph pg 80 and characteristics and examples 

pg. 86-87

Following review of books and above reading assignments – reconvene as a whole group share and out brief general observations about text.

OH # 8-9:  The general overview is based on chapter 11 – Understanding Guided Reading - of the book Guiding Readers and Writers Grades 3-6.

Handout 5a:  Provide participants with a copy of the lesson plan format for the purpose of taking notes about each component – also note page and chapter references to Guiding Readers and Writers for each component.

OH #10 – GR format – briefly intro GR Format to introduce the first viewing of the video – tell participants that the purpose is to simply provide a quick and common overview of a GR lesson and that you’ll be going through the components of the GR lesson in depth following lunch.

Think/Pair/Share – allow for a few minutes for participants to discuss the video….but small group only – no whole group discussion – if they have questions have them jot them down and explain that it will be better if they address the questions in the context of the intro/explanation of the  GR lesson components.

Use short story selection:  All Summer in a Day  by Ray Bradbury – Handout 13
Chritina:  Assign/intro task:

· Using “All Summer in A Day” – work in small groups of 2-3, and use the lesson plan format to begin a draft of a Guided Reading Lesson – remind them of the importance of the introduction of the text – emphasize that they should give careful attention to this part of the planning.

· Conclude by having two groups combine and share their work/draft lesson

· Closing brief comments/insights

· E1c:3 – extends ideas

The guided reading component of Extending the Meaning of the Text – will provide/create an opportunity during which time I could address the aforementioned components of the E1 Reading standard
