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Introduction


Each year the U.S. History End-of-Course Assessment is administered to students enrolled in U.S. History and AP U.S. History. The assessment was developed to be aligned to a priority set of DoDEA’s U.S. History content standards. The complete assessment contains a total of 45 questions. The first 40 questions are multiple-choice items, whereas questions 41-45 are constructed- response items. Items 41-43 are short-answer questions, while items 44-45 are extended- response questions. This document contains the released constructed-response items along with sample student responses from the 2005 administration of the U.S. History End-of-Course Assessment.

All student responses were sent to DoDEA Headquarters, where teachers and district staff throughout DoDEA scored the response during the last week of July 2005. Each student paper was read twice for reliability of scoring. In an event where disagreement occurred between two readers, a third reader scored the paper to reconcile the scores.  All scoring guides were revised at the 2005 scoring conference by DoDEA U.S. History teachers and staff prior to scoring in order to better define possible responses.

Items 41–43 require a short- answer response with possible score points of 0, 1, 2.  Items 44–45 require an extended-response with possible score points of 0, 2, 4, 6.  We have collected actual student examples for each score point above zero from the 2005 administration. Two exemplar responses are given for each score point.  The scoring guides included in this document detail the possible range of responses for each designated score point. These student examples are meant to be shared with your U.S. History students as an instructional tool. They allow students to learn what is expected of them as well as inform them on the types of the questions on this assessment. The scoring guides are holistic, as they focus on the content of the item as opposed to analytic rubrics which may focus on grammar, usage, mechanics, and spelling. 

We hope that this information will be useful to you in your U.S. History instruction.

ITEM 41 - 2 POINT RESPONSE
Sit-in's during the 1960's were implemented by hundreds of students, both black and white, as a form of civil disobedience that effectively captured the attention of the nation. Governor "Bull" Conner's brutal response to such peaceful protest especially catalyzed public opinion and evoked outrage in Northern and Western cities. Conner stopped at nothing to remove and dispel the protestors, employing police, dogs, and fire hoses to hurt and intimidate. With help from the media, Americans could witness his superfluously vicious response and became more aware of the adverse conditions for blacks in the South. 

Cezar Chavez contributed greatly to stopping the exploitation of Mexican-American workers in California. Drawing on Martin Luther King Jr.'s tactics of civil disobedience, Chavez led Californian grape pickers in a strike to demand higher wages and better working conditions. He and the workers refused to leave the vineyards or pick the grapes until their demands were met. His leadership and methods increased public awareness concerning the inequitable treatment of the Mexican-American minority in the United States.

ITEM 41 - 2 POINT RESPONSE

One major event that sparked much controversy during the civil rights movement was the incident with Rosa Parks. She was an African-American woman that was asked to give up her seat to a white man on a bus. She refused and was arrested. Her arrest interested Martin Luther King Jr. and he proceeded to start a boycott of the city buses in protest. This event brought awareness to the extent of discrimination against blacks.

Another major event was the "I have a dream..." speech given by Martin Luther King Jr. This speech was given in Washington DC at the end of a day of protest throughout the city. The people were marching for civil rights and King made a moving speech in which he imagined a world of equality for all people. This speech was very encouraging for those working for civil rights and even helped sway other people to work for a better nation overall.

ITEM 41 - 1 POINT RESPONSE
An event during the civil rights movement that increased the public's awareness of minority issues in the United States was the fact that the minorities brought it to the attention of the people by protesting, starting riots of different kinds, and standing up for themselves.

ITEM 41 - 1 POINT RESPONSE

A good example is the police brutality toward colored people. One thing they would do is let their trained dogs attack them with no mercy and for any chance they got. Second, if a colored person disagreed, or made a minor disobedience, the police would also spray them with water hoses violently.

Possible responses:

· Those in colonies do not have representation

ITEM 42 - 2 POINT RESPONSE

Colonialism and thus imperialism conflicts with the ideals of democracy simply because of the set principles of eace governmental policy. Colonialism implies that a mother country colonizes, usually by force, a foreign land and subjugates its people. The ideals of democracy that lie in the roots of our nation contradict this suppression of independence and freedom. The Democratic theory of life values two obvious subjects: natural rights and freedom from government control (to an extent). Colonialism violates both of these. One, no colony ever voted to become a colony and two, colonials are definitely not free from the control of the mother country.

ITEM 42 - 2 POINT RESPONSE

Through the time of the Spanish-American War the United States gained control several territories, such as Guam, Hawaii as well as the Philippines. However, many Americans opposed the idea of America gaining control of the territories because they found it contradicted our morals in which the United States was founded on. I personally believe that colonialism conflicts with the ideals of democracy as well. If a country takes control of another country, the controlled country looses many of its rights and decision making powers. They no longer are independent because all their decisions have to be made through their "mother" country; it’s the same type of relationship the colonies had with its mother country, England. By loosing their own law making abilities and other powers, the country becomes less democratic. A democracy is for the people by the people, so if one country controls another, the country that is being controlled has no say in the laws; their people have very little power, contradicting a democracy.

In addition colonialism conflicts with the ideals of democracy because the country is not independent, it is almost as if it was being ruled, economically, militarily, and politically by another country, which is completely not what a democracy is made up of. Many Americans felt the idea of the United States controlling other countries was completely wrong because it contradicts and conflicts with the ideas of democracy (for the reasons stated above), in which our country, the United States of America, was founded upon.

ITEM 42 - 1 POINT RESPONSE
The United States was formed based upon freedom and the colonizing of those countries did not go along with that principle.

ITEM 42 - 1 POINT RESPONSE

One way colonialism conflicts with the ideals of democracy is that democracy is government by the people. The United States is acquiring more territory without the thought of their people. Another way colonialism conflicts with democracy is that the nation would not be following the path of democracy that they have chosen.

· Students must demonstrate their knowledge of the industrial revolution by identifying one positive AND one negative effect and/or change resulting from the final moving assembly.
· Each effect is worth one point for a maximum of two points. Use the Point Allocation and Description Table below to score each student response.

Possible responses:

Positive effects:

· Lower cost per unit results in lower sales price

· Allows more units to be built to meet increasing demand

· Stimulates growth in related industries, e. g., oil, steel, rubber

· Economies of scale (large volume buying) reduce the per-unit cost for materials and other production costs  

· Lowers labor costs because of less need for skilled workers per unit

· Changed self-perception of what individuals deserved

· More self-autonomy

· Growth in the energy industry (electricity)

Note: Student responses may not focus on the effects of the assembly line, but rather describe the additive effects of (mass production of) the automobile which is an indirect effect of the assembly line.  There appears to be some confusion from the item stem whereas “…this system of mass production” is being inferred as explicit to the mass production of automobiles.

Example: more cars (on the road) ( more traffic (-), pollution (-); increased availability of transportation/travel & goods distribution (+); made cars more affordable (+)

ITEM 43 - 2 POINT RESPONSE

Henry Ford was famous in his day for promising that he would always pay his laborers enough so that they could afford the product they made. One thing that Ford failed to mention is that he would have to keep production costs very low in order to make enough profit to pay his workers so well. Assembly lines allowed him to do so. This resulted in the cheap, mass production of cars, so that not only his laborers, but most Americans could afford a car. Though the ideal of a car for every home was not realized until the 1950s, Ford cheapened the cost of production enough that the nation would move towards greater consumer spending ability, in the automobile industry as well as others.

One side effect of the assembly line was the decreased demand for skilled labor. Since each laborer did one mundane task all day, there was no need for skill, such as in some jobs of old factory systems. Skilled laborers, such as carpenters or welders, found themselves stuck doing an unskilled job for less money than they used to make, simply because their skilled was no longer needed. This resulted in high union membership, and labor unrest. Though not as radical as the labor movement of the late 1800s, the labor movement continued to be feared and disrespected by middle-class America until the World War II. The assembly line was the demise of the skilled industrial worker.

ITEM 43 - 2 POINT RESPONSE

The system of mass production drives the costs of any item that’s mass produced down, but also puts skilled people that would previously be specializing in those areas of manufacturing out of demand.

ITEM 43 - 1 POINT RESPONSE
There is no doubt that Henry Ford made a deep impact on the history and outcome of America. Ford's assembly line and automobile industry would turn out to be one of the most crucial and influential inventions in United States history! Mass production, the individual production of various items, played a strong role in Ford's automobile industry, although some were positive and negative. One positive effect that mass production had on Ford's automobile industry was the speed. Car parts were produced in record time because of the introduction of machines. The quick speed of the part-producing machines catalyzed the industrial revolution in the automobile industry.

ITEM 43 - 1 POINT RESPONSE

The positive effect this had was the fact that many people were able to travel much easier to and from work. People could live outside of the cities and didn't have to live close to work. This also had a positive effect on the economy.

Responses may include but are not limited to the following possible responses:

John Muir & Theodore Roosevelt 

John Muir – Naturalist and conservationist, one of the founders of the Sierra Club. Philosophy was to leave wilderness alone as a means of conservation.  Preservationist
President Theodore Roosevelt – Believed environmental action should be taken, a leader in the founding of national parks and monuments.  Preservationist.
Relationship – Muir’s activism influenced Roosevelt, while both agreed to conserve environment, they disagreed on how this should be accomplished.  Roosevelt was trying to satisfy others, not just business.
Connection to Progressive Era – The interaction of their efforts led to the start of environmentalism, e.g.: Instrumental in establishing Yosemite as the first national park. Roosevelt’s Square Deal.
John D. Rockefeller & Ida Tarbell

John D. Rockefeller - success based on the discovery of new petroleum resources and new techniques for drilling and refining petroleum, and the use of trusts to gain a monopoly in the petroleum industry (i.e.: his company, Standard Oil). 
Ida Tarbell - muckraker, wrote articles exposing corruption in business, especially in the monopolies of the era.    

Relationship – Author of History of the Standard Oil Company. Tarbell’s exposes led to changes break up of the Standard Oil monopoly.

Connection to Progressive Era – As the industrial revolution grew, so did corporation sizes & exploitation of workers. The de-monopolization of Standard Oil via Tarbell’s efforts led to series of anti-trust legislation (Sherman Anti-trust Act) and formation several federal entities aimed towards business regulation and labor rights (e.g.: National Child Labor Committee).  Strengthen the Anti-trust Act.
Jane Addams & W.E.B. DuBois

Jane Addams - founder of Hull House, a settlement house in Chicago; helped found National Progressive Party, 1912 and Women’s Peace Party, provided a safe haven for women and children.  Co-founder of NAACP.
W.E.B. DuBois – improvement of conditions for Blacks; first Black to receive degrees (MA and Ph.D.) from Harvard; wrote extensively on history and social conditions of Blacks; founder of Niagara Movement, 1905, focusing on Black political rights, Co-founder of NAACP
Relationship – both were social reformers and human rights activists 
Connection to Progressive Era - formation of human rights organizations; NAACP. Women’s rights movement (WCTU).
Progressive Era: 

Era of reform – especially concerned about abuses of power by government and business – resulted in government regulation, e.g. prohibition of child labor, conservation of natural resources, and direct election of senators. Four goals of Progressive movement: Social welfare, moral improvement, economic reform, efficiency. 
Note: An alternative interpretation of the instructions in the stem may include students’ comparing two pairs of individuals against one another, as opposed to comparing each individual within a pair. Such interpretation is acceptable for point allocation providing response is valid.

Another alternative interpretation of the stem may include students’ choosing and discussing the relationship between individuals from different pairs; e.g.: John Muir and Ida Tarbell.  Such interpretation is acceptable for point allocation providing response is valid.

ITEM 44 - 6 POINT RESPONSE

Jane Adams and W. E. B. DuBois both worked in the civil rights movement. Jane Adams worked in the area for civil rights for women. Jane Adams pushed for laws to grant women suffrage, and was a very important key figure the the women's civil rights movement.  DuBois worked in the area of African-American civil rights. He presented the blacks with ways in which they may influence the government to grant black equal rights.

Ida Tarbell spoke out against Rockefeller’s businesses techniques and actions. She revealed to the people how Rockerfeller brought down prices to drive people out of business and when competition was eliminated, he raised oil prices higher than they were before in order to make back all the money.

During the Progressive Era, many reforms were made in the United States government. The civil rights movement, which included Addams and DuBois was a very large part in reform the nation in order to benefit the people in general, a goal of the Progressive Movement.

ITEM 44 - 6 POINT RESPONSE

John D. Rockefeller was a great industrial monopolist. He controlled the oil industry, creating trusts and mergers in order to keep a firm grip on oil prices and production. Ida Tarbell was a muckraking journalist, whose career's sole purpose was to expose the corruption of big businesses. She wrote articles to bring the people's attention to the monopolies held by big businesses, such as Rockefeller's oil companies.

Jane Addams was a supporter of the Social Gospel Movement. She organized settlement houses, where immigrants could come to get support, health care, shelter, and anything else they needed. W.E.B. DuBois was an African American activist, striving to achieve equal rights for his people. Both these people fought to achieve equality and fair treatment for a minority, whether it was immigrants or African Americans.

Rockefeller and Tarbell were connected to the era in which they had lived by that they embodied the two sides of the main conflict of that time. Rockefeller symbolized Big Business, taking advantage of the proverbial little guy, and Tarbell stood for the person standing up and fighting for the "little guy". They were direct opposites to each other, but together, they represent the fight that got rid of monopolies and trusts.

Item 44 - 4 POINT RESPONSE
John D. Rockefeller owned massive amounts of oil reserves and was a very wealthy man. Ida Tarbell was a muckraker, or as we call them now, an investigative journalist. Tarbell wrote about many of the prominent business men, and those of the oil industry did not escape her questions. She wrote many articles and eventually a book on John D. Rockefeller and his exploitations.

In the Progressive Era, John D. Rockefeller represented the wealth and high social standing that many Americans desired to have. He was also associated with the advancements in technology, as he tried to also find new ways to profit more. Ida Tarbell is connected with moral questioning that also occurred in the Progressive Era.

Item 44 - 4 POINT RESPONSE

There was a growing awareness of the natural beauty in America in the Progressive Era. Theodore Roosevelt pulled hard during his presidency to develop a National Park system throughout America in order to increase all people's awareness of nature. Roosevelt and John Muir were both active in preserving the beauty in the country. John Muir brought awareness to the citizens by painting magnificent scene of the frontier and other breath-taking images.

Combined the work of John Muir and Theodore Roosevelt contributed to the Progressive reforms in environmental protection. Their work was able to inform the ignorant of the importance and value of the nature surrounding all Americans.

ITEM 44 - 2 POINT RESPONSE
John Muir was an environmentalist who wanted to protect the forest and nature. Theodore Roosevelt was a big fan of nature. He liked to go to national parks, such as Yosemite Park. Theodore Roosevelt and John Muir sometimes went to National Parks together and observed the forests. 

W.E.B Dubois was a black man who fought for blacks rights.

ITEM 44 - 2 POINT RESPONSE

John Muir and Theodore Roosevelt were both tied into to the environment. Roosevelt in his time as president passed a legislative act that dealt with the Conservation of the environment. Its purpose was to limit the number of trees that corporations could decimate and the amount of natural resources that could be consumed. John Muir was also one who felt that we should preserve the natural resources among us. His reputation lead him to have a redwood forest in California that bears his name, Muir Woods.

	45. Define the concept of nation building as a way to maintain world peace, and describe one example of U.S. involvement in nation building.  Explain one pro or con of such an approach.


SCORING CRITERIA:

· Students must demonstrate their knowledge of nation building in three ways: by defining the concept; providing an example of U.S. involvement in nation building, then providing one pro or con of nation building.   
· A total of six points will be awarded for the following: two points for definition of nation building; two additional points awarded for a U.S. example of nation building, and the remaining two points awarded for citing one pro or con of nation building. Use the Point Allocation and Description Table below to score each student response.

	Response offers a valid definition of nation building in exact or conceptual description with respect to world peace; ONE specific example of when or where the United States has performed nation building activities; AND one pro or con of nation building.  Examples may include but are not limited to specific countries, historical events, conflicts, wars, and countries where U.S. nation building efforts and/or interventions were made. A Pro and Con does not constitute award of four points; this is a three-part question.
Possible response:

Defined:
Nation building involves helping a country establish democratic institutions and build a functioning economy. In theory, this will result in a higher standard of living and less social unrest for the citizens of the country and a more stable government.  These factors would make the new country less likely to become involved in a (civil) war.  Emphasis may be placed on providing stability and creating allies.
Examples include: 

· Japan or Germany or any post WWI or II country historically documented to receive U.S. nation building efforts to re-establish and/or stabilize their country.

· Marshall Plan

· Bosnia; Afghanistan; Iraq; Somalia; Kosovo; Haiti; Aceh Province; Iran; Yugoslavia, Poland, Czechoslovakia (WW1)
· Cuba; Philippines (Spanish-American War); Pacific Territories; Sierra Leone; Grenada; Sudan; Israel; Egypt
Pros:

· Satisfied citizens – reduce civil unrest
· Citizens involved in government; needs met

· Economic participation in global trade
· Establish educational system (free thinking)

· Reduce terrorism (Afghanistan)
Cons:

· Huge commitment of money and time

ITEM 45 - 6 POINT RESPONSE
Nation building involves bringing a country's population to a high standard of living as defined by the United Nations Human Development Index through economic, social, and political development and growth. The United States has meddled in nation building in the Middle East, the most recent example being of Iraq. The United States is vilified with only slightly less hatred than Israel in the Middle East because the ideals of democracy, plurality, constitutionally guaranteed freedoms, and an endearing Christian morality is so alien to what the average Arab is used to. The US invaded Iraq and toppled the dictatorship without evidence for cause, compared to the clearly defined reasons for repelling the Iraqi invasion of Kuwait during the Gulf War with the blessing of the United Nations Security Council. The US, with a P-5 seat on the UNSC, tends to see the UN as a rubber stamp forum that the US government can influence and control in the areas of international peace and security, although it was one of its founding members with its emphasis on peace building through economic development (and just not growth) of a country. In Iraq, without a clear nation building plan and a musical chairs game of the US civilian head of the US-sponsored government, has led to chaos. Even today, it's less safe to walk the streets with armed US Army soldiers on foot patrol than walking on the streets in Baghdad was two years ago. The devil-may-care unilateral approach the US has taken towards nation building has severely strained relations with many of its closest allies and staunch supporters, have increased the prevalence of terrorist attacks abroad, and have turned an entire region susceptible to extremist religious zealots (and their numerous followers) into a powder keg.

ITEM 45 - 6 POINT RESPONSE

Nation building is a process when the United States aids other countries in need. Many times, nation building requires military action, which sometimes leads to unwanted wars. However, there are times when wars must take place in order to bring world peace.

World peace is one thing that will probably very difficult to achieve. There will always be two parties arguing and fighting over what they believe is right. Nation building helps United States gain an ally to spread the idea of democracy. The true ideal of nation building is probably to spread the concept of democracy to non-democratic nations.

United States' pro and con example of nation building could be seen in Iraq. For instance, United States witnessed the brutality of Saddam's regime, and knew that it must be put to an end. Therefore, United States abrogated the evil regime of Saddam, which made it possible for the Iraqis to earn the freedom that they longed for. However, there is a con to this event. The fact that United States is involved too much in world issues, bring a negative reputation as United States being very imperialistic. Many nations now view America as a greedy nation who seeks more resources and power.

ITEM 45 - 4 POINT RESPONSE

Nation building is a concept that the United States has often supported. By building a nation we ensure that that nation will be able to sustain itself and not be forced to turn for negative means to meet their needs.

The greatest time that the United States engaged in nation building was following World War II. Europe was left devastated from years of bombing and war movements. The United States had the option of letting the European nations fend for themselves and possibly turn to communism to survive or to help the damaged nations to rebuild and restore democracy and peace. The U.S. chose to help Europe recover with a plan proposed and executed called the Marshall Plan. The Marshall Plan allowed for any nation that declared the need for assistance to receive food and other supplies to be used in rebuilding the nation. In this instance, "nation building" was beneficial to the United States because it quelled th spread of communism into Europe and the tensions that would have brought in international relations.

ITEM 45 - 4 POINT RESPONSE 
Nation building is a means of maintaining world peace because if a country is doing well they have no reason to attack another country. You build up their economy, the people are happy, and that equals world peace. One example of United States involvement in nation building is the Marshall Plan which helped out many European nations to boost their economies. One pro to this method is the fact that it really doesn’t take much involvement in human resources. I.E. Send them money or food to help out the needy. You don’t need to send troops to help fight their wars or send doctors to help the sick. One con is you might be helping out a country that will in the future turn on you and start up war anyways. A sudden change of leader with bad feelings for your country will probably still attack you even if you give them a few million dollars in funds. It all matters on the current leader.

ITEM 45 - 2 POINT RESPONSE
The idea of national building has both good and bad sides to many nations as well as the United States.

The pro must be that the nation itself would be reaching its former glory. The nation will become strong and help many in need. In time of war or just crisis, the U.S. will be able to help other nations as well as themselves. However the con, would be the support of national building. The building of the U.S. will cause many of its people or just other nations to believe that the U.S. will try and overpower many others. The costs needed and the support alone will be the biggest obstacle, and besides how many countries are able to hold that kind of power without abusing it. The idea is good but the power is too strong, soon wars will start against the U.S. becoming to powerful. Trust is very important, and the reaching of the final stage of nation building (World Peace) would be so hard that it does not exist, and never will.

ITEM 45 - 2 POINT RESPONSE

Currently, the United States is trying to "nation build" in the Middle East. We are trying to bring democracy to the country of Iraq. The American government believes that should democracy be brought to the region, terrorism and fighting will end there, which will contribute to peace around the world.
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
