Trunk
The trunk is 2 or 3 dimensional and has indicators of bark, knots, or naturally occurring elements

embellishment
Naturally occurring fruits, nuts, bird ‘s nests is depicted in detail.
At least one naturally occurring fruit, nut, pine cone, bird’s nest is depicted.
No naturally occurring fruit, nuts, pine cones, bird’s nest are depicted.
There are no embellishments

setting
Indicators of the trees location within a suburban environment
Indicator of the tree within any kind of setting.
No indictor of a tree in any kind of setting.
