        an elementary educator who is certified 
· in PreSchool Disabled AND any other Special Education 

· in TWO of these categories:  Music, Art, PE

        any level educator who is certified
· in a language, especially Chinese 

· in Educational Technology 
· in TAG (gifted education) AND another subject

If we cannot accommodate your choice of interview time, we will reply with an alternate time if available.   You will receive official confirmation of your interview date and time via email.
Candidates should bring copies of teaching certificates (or transcripts if you don't have a certificate) if these have not previously been sent to us and any other material that they would like to show the interviewers.  The interview will take about 30 minutes but information on teaching for DoDDS and federal service will be provided.  DoD Education Activity Staff members will be available to answer questions about the application process, benefits, and other things.
