Benchmark 4.3: Increase student proficiency in math and science.

Teacher education and professional development continued at Dexter with site-based 
programs coordinated by the school's educational technologist.  These included 
EXCENT, eClass, and Reading Counts, and the new software programs.  Community 
based programs such as Waste in Place and  Georgia's InTech enabled educators to 
infuse technology across the curriculum.

Benchmark 7.1: Provide professional development structure for educators.

Computer/student ratios were improved in every classroom. A focus on technological 
proficiency was evidenced by student-created flow charts, PowerPoint presentations, 
graphs, brochures, and research based products. A new Reading Counts program and 
increased use of the Internet,  CD Roms, and Critical Thinking software augmented 
students' competency and skills.

Benchmark 10.8: Establish technology for teachers and administrators.

Critical thinking strategies coupled with rubrics and checklists for student self-
evaluation helped to increase student proficiency in math and science.  A mobile 
science lab, expansion of our greenhouse, establishing an ecological habitat, Family 
Night Math, and increased development of problem solving strategies enhanced 
curricular development .
