Dear Parent/Sponsor

The annual seasonal influenza vaccine is the best defense against influenza.  The military community is highly transient, which increases the potential for exposure and the spread of infectious diseases such as influenza. Reducing the spread of preventable infections in schools and the military community, improves students’ health, safety and attendance. Improved health and safety reduces absenteeism and contributes to students’ better academic performance.

The annual seasonal influenza vaccine has been added to the list of required immunizations for students attending all DoDEA schools. The addition of the seasonal influenza vaccine aligns with the Centers of Disease Control and Prevention’s Advisory Committee on Immunization Practices recommendations and the Department of Defense Joint Military Medical Services regulation on immunizations. 

All DoDEA students are required to receive the annual influenza vaccine, in accordance with DoDEA Regulation 2942.1. Proof of the influenza immunization must be submitted to the school nurse by December 1, 2020. Parents may contact their local Military Treatment Facility immunization clinic and/or school nurse for further assistance. Parents who do not want their child immunized for influenza should follow DoDEA’s past practice of obtaining the request for waiving the immunization from the school nurse, in person. We appreciate your support and attention to this very important school and public safety issue.
